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Thanks the Way In Network

Thirty three yearsago in Sydney, Australia, two young
mothers of children with asthma decided to set up an
Australian organisation to help sufferers from asthma
and, in particular, young children and their parents.

At the time no asthma research was being done in
Australia and very little in the rest of the world.

It was decided to raise money for research because
asthma runs in families and unless the atopic (allergic)
cycle can be broken (and this can only be done
through research) then today’s asthma sufferers will
become the parents and the grandparents of
tomorrow’s.

It was realised however, that there was little use in
funding research if we did not pass on the new
information that we learned — and so it was decided
to pursueasthma education as well, the dissemination
or sharing of information.

And to provide the backing-up for parents of children
with asthma so sadly lacking thirty three years ago, the
Foundation Children’s Swimming Program was
started and Holiday Camps were held.

We now have over forty swimming classes in the
program, and nearly two hundred thousand children
have been shown the way to a richer quality of life.

Swimming is considered to be the best form of sport
and exercise for asthma sufferers of all ages but
particularly children.

There is a class within reasonable travelling distance of
most parts of the metrolpolitan area and in many
country cities and towns as well.

Both the swimming classes and the holiday camps are
all run with voluntary labour - by kind, generous
people who give freely of their time and ability. In fact
voluntary service is a notable feature of the Asthma
Foundation of NSW. We may not receive grants and
subsidies from either Commonwealth or State
governments but our wealth of voluntary workers,
runs into hundreds. These include Judges, Lawyers,
Doctors, Scientists and tep Professors of Medicine as
well as fund raisers and those who run our sixty
country branches and support groups.

Our research has become world class and in many
areas Australia leads the world. Certainly some of our
researchers themselves have become the leaders of

their respective fields in asthma research and
enjoy huge international reputations.

The Asthma Foundation is perhaps best known
for its large array of literature, books, videos etc.
about asthma and for the free information,
counselling and encouragement given to
thousands of people every year who telephone
or call in to the office with a problem.
