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AUSTRALIA’S PARALYMPIC ATHLETES

Australia’s Paralympic athletes are amongst the best in the world - a shining example of
achievement against adversity, and an inspiration to all Australians. Their performances at
international competitions in recent years, across the sports, has been remarkable.

Since the fantastic success at the 1992 Paralympic Games, Australia’s elite athletes have won
more than 100 Gold medals in World Championships, the 1994 Winter Games in
Lillehammer, the 1994 Commonwealth Games in Canada, and international competitions
across the spectrum of sports.

Paralympic athletes come from five major disability groups - wheelchair, amputee, cerebral
palsy, visually impaired and elite athletes with an intellectual disability. Our team will
contest 15 of the 19 sports in the Games with the goal to win Gold medals in more sports
than Barcelona (where we won Gold in swimming, athletics and weightlifting).

The cost of sending the Australian team to Atlanta is $1.6 million, to cover the preparation,
assembly, outfitting, travel and participation in the Games. Even the cost of TV coverage
back to Australia has to be met by the Australian Paralympic Federation.

Limited commercial sponsorships, Federal & State Government support, and the
generosity of the Australian public, through groups like the Way-In Network, will allow
the Federation to meet its responsibility for preparation of the Atlanta team.

VICTOR CHANG
1936 - 1991

The Victor Chang Cardiac Research Institute was established to recognise the vision,
memory and pioneering work of Dr Victor Chang. The Institute conducts research
into one of the world’s leading killers - heart disease, with a primary focus on heart
muscle diseases. These illnesses lead to a failure of the heart to pump blood and afflict
almost 130,000 Australians, with 200 dying from this problem each week.

The Institute was officially launched by the Prime Minister, The Hon Paul Keating on
February 15th, 1994, at a function attended by the Patron of the Institute, Mr Kerry
Packer, AC. The ensuing months have been busy and productive with many
significant achievements. On February 27, 1995 the Victor Chang Cardiac Research
Institute Limited was incorporated as an independent research facility, with the Board
of Directors being Chaired by The Hon. Neville Wran, AC, QC. The Institute will
shortly move into its new premises in the Garvan Medical Research Institute Building
and will begin to expand its research facilities and enable the Institute to recruit more
researchers.

Funds raised will contribute significantly to the establishment costs and research of the
Victor Chang Cardiac Research Institute.
