From this World Vision Australia Indigenous
Programs evolved.

In 1996, the Papunya community urged World Vision to join with them to provide
preventative health education, to give the community a healthier future.

Papunya is an Aboriginal settlement of 350 people, 250 kilometres north west of Alice
Springs in the Northern Territory of Australia. The community consists of the Pitupi,
Warlpiri, Luritja, Aranda and the Anmajera people, who settled there in 1959 under
the Federal government’s policy of assimilation. They lost their traditional land to
pastoralists and were unable to hunt and gather food. i

A recent survey by World Vision showed that 65% of the community ate bet
ages of 10 and 27. In most cases, loss of self-esteem and lack of educa;sio has led to

apathy and poor developmental skills among the youth. The youth in t v‘(}mmunity 32

are usually marginalised, bored and restless, and they may be withdr , angry,

rebellious behaviour and possibly imprisonment. i
